Theeb the therapy dog and we have been considering and discussing the benefits of introducing a 

therapy dog into our Banwell family to enhance and extend the children’s opportunities for 

learning- both academically and socially.

Theeb is a trained therapy dog. He has experience working locally with groups of adults and 

children especially for children and families with disabilities. 

 

 

 

 

Of course, bringing any animal into our Banwell family is not something to be approached lightly, 

both for sake of children and staff in school. We have discussed the practicalities, including a risk 

assessment. Children will never be left alone with Theeb and they will be taught how to be around 

Theeb before he is in the classroom environment.  

Over the next term, he will be working with small groups or individual children. In order to help us 

with our planning and preparation, it would be helpful to know whether your child is allergic to dog 

hair or has a particular fear concerning dogs. If we do not hear from you, we will assume you are 

happy for your child to eventually interact with Theeb.
