This term we We will be discussGeography: 
In Opening Worlds, Geography Year Six learn why California is so thirsty through learning about the water cycle, why California needs so much water and how it is transported across the state.
History:
In Opening Worlds History, Year Six will explore the round city Baghdad. We will learn how al-Mansur created round city close to the river Tigris, the vision for his architects and why he developed his city so close to the river.




Science: 

For science, the class will follow the HEP Science topic of plants. Children will learn about the parts of a flowering plant; what plants need to grow; how water moves through a plant; how plants make other plants and the work of scientists such as Mary Seacole and Jan Baptiste Van Helmont who studied plants and flowers.




    Computing: 

In computing, Year Six will use the Teach Computing curriculum to explore computing systems and collaboration which will include internet addresses, data packets and how we communicate online.

RE:

English overview: 
In term one, Year Six will study the book Shackleton’s Journey by William Grill about Shackleton’s doomed expedition to cross Antarctica. The children will write a biography about Shackleton, write diaries and letters in role and write a narrative in character. Grammar work will include using bullet points, using the passive voice, using conjunctions and sentence structure.
